grid. The lines are too small so the diesel
generators make more power. Two thousand
five hundred houses can be powered by one
generator. It is costing trust power big bucks
to have them there spending $100'000 per
week. They have 11'000 volts going through
to the big transformers. Altogether there is
thirty three thousand volts in the yard. It is
very dangerous just walking in the inside of
the fence. Due to the high petrol prices to put

diesel into those generators cost big money.
There are ten generators three big ones and
seven container sized ones. There are four
small white transformers and two big
transformers. They are up at the Ruahihi
Road switch yard. Hay bales have been putin
near the generators to help stop the noise
affecting the local residents. Trust Power did
a test run of the generators three weeks ago,
a man comes each day to fill up the
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generators with diesel. The local residents
have made a contract with trust power for the
times they are allowed to run them. After the
power goes into the big transformers it runs
along to Greerton were it goes through the
switch yard and heads to Tauranga homes. In
an emergency the B line takes an emergency
signal to the Wairoa switch yard when there
they can shut down the generators.
