The new ‘New Zealand Curriculum’
What children learn – what we want them to know and be able to do by the time they leave school – 
is set out in The New Zealand Curriculum. (Te Marautanga o Aotearoa is the curriculum used for 
Māori-medium schools.)
The  new ‘New Zealand Curriculum’ currently being implemented in 
our schools is a response to the changing needs of our learners. Our 
population has become more diverse, technologies more 
sophisticated and demands of the workplace have changed 
significantly.
This ‘new’ curriculum is a clear statement of what ‘we’ deem 
important in 21st century education, centred on a vision for our 
young people as confident, creative, connected and actively 
involved lifelong learners.  
An emphasis on the development of competencies (thinking, 
managing self, relating to others, participating and contributing and 
using language, symbols and texts) is at the heart of this document.
Each learning area now focuses on developing understanding rather 
than knowledge. There is also a greater emphasis on making 
connections between the learning areas.  
Communities and schools use the curriculum to help them plan teaching and learning to meet 
their learners’ needs.
